
A s you know, we have been in the middle of remodeling the Children’s Center for 
quite some time. It’s been a long process, working mostly on our own. We have 

had some help, with a special thanks going out to Jim Hassad, Bryan Waddlington 
(both on our Board), Mike Ferry, and to Rob Beaty. 

We made the largest progress, though, with the help of Cal-
vary Crossroads Church from Grants Pass, OR. This was their 
ninth year coming down over spring break. And, as usual, 
they descended on us with lots of help (56 people!) and big 
plans. 

We now have the kitchen/dining room addition about 90% 
complete, with new sink and counter tops and a new floor 
throughout. We still need shelving and new tables. 

In the main building (also about 90% complete) we installed 
new flooring, finished up the two classrooms, installed some 
cabinets, and completed the installation of the heater. We still 
need cabinets in the classrooms, and to finish up the office. 

In the two-story building, we concentrated on getting the 
plumbing finished (almost there!), building the patio cover, 
and worked in the upstairs apartment. The apartment still has a long way to go, need-
ing a lot of sheetrock work, buying and installing the kitchen, finishing the bathroom 
and all the flooring.

J esus Ortiz was given to an orphanage 
when he was a 18 months old. His 

mother had beaten and abused him be-
cause he wouldn’t obey or listen to her. 
Jesus is deaf and it frustrated her.  

At the orphanage, which is run by 
Americans, Jesus learned to sign. At the 
age of 18 he had to leave the orphanage 

and fend for himself. He learned to lip-
read a little. This meant that he was sign-
ing in English and “speaking” in Span-
ish. Someone gave him an old hearing 
aid through which he was able to hear a 
few sounds.

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E ight years ago Rodolfo Quinones was born with a cleft palette and a harelip. He couldn’t eat as he couldn’t suck, 
plus, he had a big hole in the roof of his mouth. We found out about him when he was three months old. His 

mother was spoon feeding him and he was really thin. 

Back then, we contacted an organization called Children’s Corrective Surgery 
Society (CCSS). They made arrangements for Rodolfo and his mom to cross 
the border. We took them to Encinitas, CA where Rodolfo had corrective sur-
gery. To fix the problem completely, though, he still needed another operation. 

However, without telling us, his family decided to move to Ensenada before he 
had this surgery. We looked for them for months, but never found them. 

Last month they came to the daycare and asked if we could still help. Rodolfo 
had never had his second surgery. We contacted CCSS again, and I spoke to 
Cliff Martin. He was most gracious and very agreeable to arrange for this much 
needed second surgery for Rodolfo. As things have changed at the border (we 
can no longer get children across to the States), CCSS will perform the surgery 
in Tijuana, sometime in September. After his recovery, Rodolfo will need braces to correct problems with his teeth 
caused by his cleft palette. 

Please pray for him and also his four year old sister, Luz de Luna (Moonlight). Her eye was scratched by a cat. We 
will be taking her to the Flying Samaritans clinic in Tecate on June 24th to see if they can operate and improve her 
vision in this eye. 

On a side note, we were very pleasantly surprised when 
Calvary Crossroads arrived with a truck full of brand 
new furniture for the apartment, donated by Gates Fur-
nishings in Grants Pass. Wow, what a surprise! Thanks, 
Giff, for this very special gift. 

We also worked on a very 
large retaining wall on the 
ministry site. The crew poured 
11 yards of concrete and built a 
wall 210 feet long containing 
over 1400 blocks! This will 
help greatly controlling run-off 
during the winter. It also looks 
a lot better than just having a 
dirt cut in the hill. 

We still have a lot yet to do, 
but can finally see the end in 
sight. If you’d like to help, or 
donate funds towards the pro-
ject, please let us know.

As soon as I started emailing Maxine Glazebrook at A1 
Hearing Aids, I realized how much God had set this in 
place. Maxine, who is a Christian, donated a brand new 
hearing aid, plus accessories to Jesus. Since Jesus can-
not cross the border, Maxine put me in touch with a spe-
cialist in Tijuana who was able to fit the new hearing aid 
to Jesus.  

Jesus, who is 29 years old, can hear now. You should 
see his smile! Thank you Maxine, and Praise God!
