Back to School

Our 12th annual Back to School outreach was a big success! Although we couldn’t help
everyone who needed it, we ended up helping 129 children with their school uniforms and
tuition fees. Some of them needed a complete uniform - everything from underwear to shoes.
Others only needed a part of the uniform. Some of the kids we couldn’t help got in by the skin
of their teeth, wearing skirts made of curtains, or pants dyed so that they would match the
school colors.

We had a lot of people come to us for help this year. One, in particular, stood out. Don Chihua-
hua is a grandfather raising his four grandchildren whose parents died in a car accident many
years ago. Don Chihuahua’s wife died last year and he lives on a pension of $100 a month. He
has one grandchild in junior high, and three in elementary school. God provides for him in dif-
ferent ways, and we were blessed to be able to help with
school expenses and uniforms. Thanks to all of you who
partnered with us in this.

Another person who touched us is a young woman named |
Dalila, who has three children of her own. Her parents both
died last year and she is raising her four siblings. One is in
high school, one in junior high, and two in elementary. She
has just had a baby, and has two small children at home.
Her husband works making clay pots and he earns about
$70 a week.

There were many other people who had sad stories. Too
many, actually. Life is very hard here.

The people here appreciate any help that they can get. There would be a lot of children unable
to go to school if it were not for people like you. Thank you so much for sharing Christ’s love
with the kids in Cerro Azul again this year.
